Three Forks Baptist Association Holds 113th Annual Meeting! 
 

 The churches of the Three Forks Baptist Association held their annual meeting on Monday, October 

20th, 2014 at the Smithsboro Baptist Church in Sassafras, KY.  The meeting began with ñbreakoutò training 

sessions being made available at 4:00 oôclock in the afternoon.  These breakout sessions included several 

different topics, and were led by: Peggy Murphy ï Involving Your Youth In Missions - Kentucky Changers; 

Doug Williams ï From ñMissions Mindedò to ñMissions Activeò ï Developing an Intentional Missions 

Strategy; Daryl Jessie ï Pastoring 101 ï Making It Through the First 5 Years; Daryl Cornett ï The 5 Core 

Values of the TFBA; and Estella Brashear ï How to Start a WMU Group in Your Church.   

 An Installation Service was held to formally install the new TFBA Director of Missions, Jamie 

Reynolds.  Vice-Moderator Daryl Cornett, pastor of Hazard 1st Baptist, presided over the Installation 

Service.  The service was concluded with a special time of prayer for Bro. Jamie, encircled by all pastors 

present and led by Moderator Tony Brown, pastor of Whitesburg 1st Baptist.  Members of Smithsboro then 

graciously hosted a wonderful dinner in their fellowship hall for all in attendance.   

 A special service of pre-program music was led by Amos Hamblin (pastor of McIntosh Baptist) and the 

ñMcIntosh Cross Buildersò worship team.  The 113th Annual Meeting was then called to order at 7:00 p.m.  

The first order of business, after the seating of the messengers, was to accept the application of Harvest 

Baptist Church to become a full member church of the Association.   Reverend Doug Williams, Missions 

Strategist with the Kentucky Baptist Convention, then brought greetings from the KBC, interpreted the 

ñTell Your Storyò theme, and challenged all present to look for and pray for opportunities to tell their story 

of how they came to faith in Christ.   

 Dr. Daryl Cornett shared the purpose and plan of the Baptist Global Response ñHospice Bucketsò and 

reported that 73 ñbuckets of hopeò had been brought to the Annual Meeting and more were expected.  [A 

total of 92 buckets from TFBA churches were taken to the KBC Annual Meeting in Bowling Green.]  He 

then led special prayer for the buckets and the families who will receive them.  Smithsboro Choir then sang 

two wonderful special pieces of music to lead in worship. 

 Dr.  Mike Caudill, pastor of  Hindman 1st Baptist, delivered the doctrinal sermon, based on Article XV 

of the 2000 Baptist Faith and Message, in a sermon entitled ñThe Compass for the Cultureò, with the text of 

Matthew 5:13-16.  The messengers voted to unanimously pass two resolutions, one honoring the life and 

ministry of Rev. David ñHerb Banksò and the other honoring the life and ministry of Rev. Kenneth Gooch.  

The newly revised TFBA Constitution and Bylaws was passed and went into immediate effect, and the new 

slate of officers and ministry team leaders was elected.  

 Newly Installed Director of Missions Jamie Reynolds delivered an encouraging message to ñGo Home 

a Different Wayéò and the meeting was concluded with everyone standing, facing the center (each other) 

and singing ñBlest be the tie that bindséò.  It was indeed a wonderful annual meeting.
